At 8:00 pm, Chairman Kenan called for discussion on the Licensing matters for various Village
hotel and lodging facilities.

CEO Cromp supplemented the materials that had been supplied to the Board members in their
packets by reviewing the up-to-date status of each of the properties as follows:
e Packwood House, 14 West Genesee — application is complete — requires fire inspection
e Hannum House, 32 West Genesee — application complete — inspections done
e Sherwood Inn, 26 West Genesee — application complete — escape routes to be mounted
on doors

e Village Inn, 25 Jordan — application complete — requires fire inspection
e Arbor House Inn, 41 Fennell — application complete -- requires fire inspection



Member Sutherland suggested that the Mirbeau license be included as well. CEO Cromp said
that its status is: a complete application has been submitted, but the fire inspection needs to be
performed.

Member Sutherland, “I move that the Planning Board recommends to the CEO that he
issue the license renewal to Hannum House for 2020.” Member Carvalho seconded the
motion. Chairman Kenan polled the Board and upon the unanimous vote of the members
in favor of the motion, the motion was carried on a vote of 5 — 0.

Member Sutherland, “I move that the Planning Board recommends to the CEO that he
issue the license to Packwood House, Sherwood Inn, Village Inn and Arbor House for 2020,
as soon as each property’s has completed the outstanding item noted by the CEO.”
Member Carvalho seconded the motion. Chairman Kenan polled the Board and upon the

unanimous vote of the members in favor of the motion, the motion was carried on a vote of
5-0.

Member Sutherland, “I move that the Planning Board recommends to the CEO that he
issue the license to Mirbeau Inn & Spa for 2020, upon completion of the required fire
inspection.” Member Perrone seconded the motion. Chairman Kenan polled the Board
and upon the unanimous vote of the members in favor of the motion, the motion was
carried on a vote of 5 — 0.
